The Constitution of the Russian Federation

Constitution is the law of the state, which has the highest legal force and establishing a framework
of political, legal and economic systems of a country. The primary and fundamental statement of laws in the
Russian Federation is the Constitution of the Russian Federation. Since its adoption in a 1993 referendum the
Russian Constitution is considered to be the supreme law of the land. Article 150f the Constitution reads that it
"shall have supreme legal force and have direct effect, and shall be applicable throughout the entire territory of the
Russian Federation".

The Constitution of the Russian Federation begins with the following: "We, the multinational
people of the Russian Federation, united by a common fate on our land, establishing human rights and freedoms,
civic peace and accord, preserving the historically established state unity, proceeding from the universally
recognized principles of equality and self -determination of peoples, revering the memory of ancestors who have
conveyed to us the love for the Fatherland, belief in the good and justice, reviving the sovereign statehood of
Russia and asserting the firmness of its democratic basic, striving to ensure the wellbeing and prosperity of Russia,
proceeding from the responsibility for our Fatherland before the present and future generations, recognizing
ourselves as part of the world community, adopt the Constitution of the Russian Federation".

With the collapse of the Soviet Union it became clear that Russia would need a new constitution
free from the layers of the past. Work on a new constitution began at the beginning of the 1990s amidst broad
public discussion and resulted in several different drafts being prepared. The main ones were the draft constitution
drawn up by the Russian Supreme Soviet's Constitutional Commission and the draft prepared by the Constitutional
Conference's draft reflected many of the provisions in the Constitutional Commission's draft and was adopted as
the basis for further work to draw up a final draft constitution. The Russian regions, deputes, specialists and
working groups were all involved in this process. The result was a raft constitution submitted by the President to
the nation in a referendum. The referendum was held on the basis of the Provision for a Referendum on the Draft
Constitution of the Russian Federation.

A total of 58 187 755 voters or 54, 8% of the registered voters, took part in the referendum on the
new draft constitution on December 12, 1993 Of this total, 32 937 30 voters or 58, 4%of those who took part in the
referendum, voted in favour of the draft constitution and it was adopted. It officially came into force on December
25, 1993, at the moment of its official publication.

The 1993 constitution considerably changed the way the state power system is organised and made
and made a lot of progress toward improving Russia's federal structure. For the first time in Russia's history, the
constitution's provisions have direct application. This means that any person can defend their rights based on the
constitution's provisions, and when examining cases and settling disputes, the courts and other state bodies must
base themselves above all on the constitution's provisions. The constitution represents the




highest law in the country and so all other laws must conform to its provisions. This 1s achieved in particular
through a system of juridical constitutional control.

Unlike in the past, the 1993 constitution does not proclaim a predetermined unified economic
system based on state ownership, but gives equal protection to al forms of ownership and guarantees the freedom
and development of civil society.

The Constitution forms the country's legal foundation, proclaims the President of the Russian
Federation the heard of state and lays upon him the responsibility for defending the Constitution, human rights and
civil liberties, safeguarding Russia's sovereignty, independence and territorial integrity, and ensuing the
coordinated functioning and cooperation of the state bodies of power.

What is law?

Law is the whole set of rules that are supported by the power of government and that control the
behaviour of members of a society. The law itself provides the basic structure within which commerce and
industry operate. It safeguards the rights of individuals, regulates their dealing with others and enforces the duties
of government.

There are two main kinds of the law - public and private (civil). Private law concerns disputes
among citizens within a country and public law concerns disputes between citizens and the state, or between one
state and another.

The system of law consists of different categories of law. There are laws, which enable citizens to
take legal action against the state. These actions are part of constitutional law. A constitution is a political and
ideological structure within which a system of laws operates. Most countries have a formal written Constitution
describing how laws are to be made and enforced.

Many countries face similar social, economic and political problems. Nations have always made
political and economic treaties with each other. International law is created to regulate relations between
government and also between private citizens of one country and those of another.

Criminal law deals with wrongful acts harmful to the community and punishable by the state. Civil
law deals with individual rights, duties and obligations towards one another.

As well as defining the powers of government, most constitutions describe the fundamental rights
of citizens. These usually include general declarations about freedom and equality, but, also some specific
provisions. The European Convention on Human Rights (ECHR) was first adopted in 1950 and has now been
signed by every country of Western Europe. Individual citizens of these countries have the right to bring a
complaint before the European Commission if they think their government has broken the Convention. But despite
the development of legally binding national and international conventions, millions of people in the world still do
not enjoy human rights.
